TELECOMMUNICATIONS

There are many forms of com-
munications - voice, fax, data,
internet, DSL, etc.  We also
have local phone service,

interlata, intralata,  mobile, 800 numbers, collect, calling
cards, yellow pages and directory service.  Your average
one line telephone with no usage costs about $35 per
month.  Your local calls now cost 2 cents each and call
plus is 1 cent per minute.  GTE has a busy report line to
tell you of calls you missed to justify that other line.  Also
see outgoing calls.  They will give it free for 1 week/year
only.  There are several line share capabilities such as a
fax/voice that recognizes when a fax is coming in and
directs it to the fax machine.  Line share capabilities are
available to direct credit card calls through any line that
is open.  Don't believe people that tell you you have to
have a dedicated line.  It seems the more lines we have the
more abuse.  There is also a satellite base service as an

alternative.  Interlata is long distance and intralata covers
only a small area around you.  Did you know you can have
a cell phone line on your phone system?  Beware of long
distance slamming.  Watch for collect call charges you did
not make.  Slamming uses a separate company to bill you.
FCC says don't pay the bill.  You can actually make money
when you turn them in and they are charged back 150%.
You can have a Pic restriction put on your phone.  You can
even find abuse with 800 numbers.  To stop this, establish
an 800 number and a PIN number and limit it to your
clients.  You can block collect calls for $2 per month.  New
technology allows cell to cell calls as a phone or a radio and
it is free.  (NEXTEL is in our area.)   The most important
thing is to review your plan and your bill each month.

Jon mentioned he may start a service to review your bills
and plans.
