This year P.C. received an
ARA Grant for $460,000.
With this they will try to
enhance learning and hope
for better student perfor-
mance.  Technology is ex-
pensive and we see continu-
ous change.  Educators are

wanting to see one laptop per child in K-12 classes.  We say
one device.  Universities are banning laptops in classes.  P.C.
is using interactive white boards.  This is a board with a
computer in it.  They can create lessons, using  a dynamic
screen.   They have 90 boards, purchased from Smart
Technology Co.  Keyboarding - they are revamping K-12.
P.C. would like to acknowledge State Farm for the role they
have played in technology advancement through their dona-
tions.  Since Phil has been here he has seen 3 to 4 major and
2 to 3 smaller donations of computers.  They just gave 75 H.P.
Pentium 4 computers and kept P.C. in the business.

The $460,000 American Recovery Grant was to enhance
Math, Reading and Special Needs.  They will be getting 308
laptops - 240 will be mobile labs on a cart to enable them to keep

the battery charged up.  They will be wireless with printer.
Sixty-four of which half will go to Special Ed Teachers and
Smart Board management.   They will be able to keep IEP
development records, etc. on line.  They will spend $120,000
of this on special needs software.  They are a member of
CIRBN.org (Central Illinois Regional Broodbon Network.
They will be building a fiber or the backbone through Illinois in
the next 3 years.  Currently P.C. is with Illinois Central
network, running on 22 mega bites for 12 - $1500 per month.
When CIRBN hits Chenoa, they will become a hub at the
elementary school and will be pulling 300 mega bites for $5 -
700 per month.

The building will be completely wireless.  Students will be doing
one to one computing.  What device are we going to be putting
in the hand of each student?  Currently, Net Books do 90% of
what we do.  Some schools are giving out tablet computers -
touch computing.  The IPOD computer gives you touch and Y-
Fi.  Cell phones - we are using Smart Phones.  The newest -
the I-Pad is amazing.  It has Smart Phone, Tablet and computer
touch.  Apple is a very smart company and good at developing
product.  They continue to enhance and update their products
as a leader in the industry.
