The main problem with our Library is
that it is not handicapped accessible.
The rest rooms are too small, every-
thing is by stairs, the shelves for books
are too high. They have no rooms for a
private discussion, no office area and
no storage. If they were to put in an
elevator, they would lose 30% of their shelving area. This
building has been well taken care of since 1905.

The first step to building a
library is to have to go to the State Library Association for
approval.

They then received a 195 page report to work with. Step 2 is
to hire anarchitect. They are looking to add on approximately
10,000 square feetand keep the library all on the 1st floor. The
meeting rooms will be in the basement.

In 2007 the project costwas $3.3 million. They currently have
$1.2 million pledged and or in the bank. Currently, they are
looking into down-sizing to save money. With the current
economy, they feel they can save from 10-15% if they bid it out
now. They are looking at how to reduce the size by 25%. They
sentthe consultant's new report on down-sizing to the architect
in hopes of getting the cost down to 2 to $2.5 million.
